As we come to the end of the calendar year, I would

like to encourage the completion of our 2011 DMF Pledge
payments. As the graph published in each Bulletin indi-
cates, OLM has a significant shortfall in meeting our ob-
ligation to the Diocese -- and that’s assuming that all
that was pledged in the 2011 Campaign is actually paid!
And -- please -- if you have not yet helped the Parish
meet its obligation to the Diocese, use the Debt Reduc-
tion envelopes available in the Narthex.

The new DMF Campaign is being prepared for the
end  of January. Our Goal for 2012 will be somewhat
reduced. The computation is based on a percentage
(22.5%) of a three year average of reported Parish Of-
fertory.

Holy Rosary -- you met your Goal in Pledges. Hope-
fully, all payments will be realized. Remember, any mon-
ies received above the Goal amount will be returned to
the Parish.
